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Last Saturday’s Stand Up for Science Rally in Seattle
celebrated curiosity, discovery, and the human
drive to understand the universe. Many scientists,
including Albert Einstein, have observed that this
pursuit often leads not away from wonder, but deeper
into it.

Tomorrow marks Albert Einstein's 179th birthday.
Growing up in Ulm, Germany, Einstein went from a
curious but unremarkable student to a ground
breaking theoretical physicist. His most familiar
works are his 1905 Annus mirabilis "Year of
Miracles" papers, which dealt with space, time, mass,
and energy, and established the famous equation E =
mcA2.

Einstein revered the harmonious, mysterious order of the universe, which is the source of all
natural and physical laws. He saw God not as a personal being concerned with human fate,
but rather as manifesting Himself as harmony in the natural world; He is everywhere, and
nothing that is nature is separate from Him. Einstein expresses his views on beauty, awe,
and religion in this reflection:

The most beautiful thing we can experience is the mysterious. It is the source of all true art
and science. He to whom this emotion is a stranger, who can no longer pause to wonder
and stand rapt in awe, is as good as dead: his eyes are closed. This insight into the mystery
of life, coupled though it be with fear, has also given rise to religion. To know that what

is impenetrable to us really exists, manifesting itself as the highest wisdom and the most
radiant beauty which our dull faculties can comprehend only in their most primitive forms
— this knowledge, this feeling, is at the center of true religiousness.
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This Sunday, March 15, is Laetare Sunday, a day of joy
and anticipation for Easter. "Laetare" means "rejoice" in
Latin, and derives from the Latin mass “Rejoice (Laetare)
Jerusalem” (Is 66:10). Clergy exchange the purple
vestments worn in Lent for pink; for this reason, the day
may also be called "Rose Sunday."
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After church, we will gather for our Sunday Forum on
Planning Your Funeral. This is a tender and holy activity that reminds us we begin and end
our earthly existence in the presence and love of God. Come join your community for this
spiritual practice!
